Apply
Jesus says that he is the good shepherd. The psalmist says in Psalm 34:8, “O, taste and see that the LORD is
good!” What does it mean to say that God is good?

What does the life of someone who believes that God is good look like?

How can we know and believe that God is good in the course of our daily lives?
